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The Association was first established in 1904
when metrication became an issue. After a long
period of dormancy when it resurfaced again, in
1995 the BWMA was reconstituted by Vivian
Linacre, its first Director and now President.

Since that time BWMA has gone from strength to
strength endeavouring to combat the remorseless
bureaucratic intention to impose metric measures
on the public regardless of whether or not it was
appropriate for all uses/situations (eg the local
market) and whether the public liked it or not.

BWMA believes in a freedom of choice. It belleves
that industry standards must be respected,

whether it be metric or Imperial measures, but for
personal issues it shoutd be consumer choice.

To this end we have campaigned against the
criminalising of Steve Thoburn, a market trader,
for selling a pound of bananas. And equally fought
to protect the right of an Austrian restauranteur in
Worcester to sell her Austrian beer in litre glasses.

BWMA knows that compulsory metrication is
political and has nothing to do with weights and
measures. Retaining our customary measures
gives the UK a trade advantage with the USA in
sharing not only a common language but also a
common system of measures too.

BWMA CAMPAIGNS

* BWMA identified the illegality of metric road signs
across Britain during the 90's which were in contra-
vention of Traffic Signs Regulations 1994. Following
pressure on government these have since been replaced.

* BWMA proved that manufacturers when downsizing
their products to the smaller metric equivalent at the
same time imposed a hidden price increase.

* BWMA produced conclusive evidence through a
national survey of the popularity of British measure-
ments in all age groups. 91% measured their height in
feet and inches, even those educated in metric.

* BWMA published and circulated a guide for retailers on
metric enforcement as practised by Trading Standards
Officers. The guide showed traders could continue to
use imperial units whilst avoiding or minimising
intervention by local authorities.

* BWMA supported the ‘Metric Martyrs’ through the
courts in their defence against a criminal record for
selling goods “by the pound’.

* BWMA supplied data and rescarch on the effects of
metric conversion to American retailers and consumer
bodies concerned about legislation proposed by US
government. Proposals were successfully blocked.

* BWMA continuously lobbies fora national ‘moratorium’
on metric enforcement following renewed uncertainty on
the legality of the metric regulations.

* BWMA works to stop the European Commission’s ban
on the printing of British weights and measures on
product packaging.
